Greenock & District

Greenock & District is one of 5 Districts of West Region. It is made up of 12 groups covering the
geographical area of Inverclyde. We currently have over 1500 young people aged 4-25 taking part in
everyday adventures across Greenock & District.

Greenock & District also run an outdoor centre at Everton Campsite in Inverkip and have a Scout Support
Team who provide many activities for the district.

The Role

We are looking for an individual who can provide leadership, motivation and guidance to Greenock &
District Scouts and its volunteers. You don’t need any prior experience of Scouting to put yourself forward
for this role: we’ll make sure that you're fully trained and supported.

Lead Volunteers play a really important role in supporting those who lead local Scouting within groups as
well as other volunteers. Adults at every level of Scouting need support to ensure that they are motivated,
inspired and focused on providing first-class Scouting. As a Lead Volunteer, you will also provide direction
for Greenock & District and will help others see the bigger Scouting picture through solid leadership.

The Lead Volunteer doesn’t work alone - they work closely with the District and West Region leadership
teams to ensure that Greenock & District Scouts is able to continue providing exciting Scouting

opportunities.

meetings.

e Produce a vision for Greenock & District and implement a development plan to meet that vision.

e Ensure that Scouting in Greenock & District is attractive to young people and adults from all
backgrounds in the local area.

e Ensure that Greenock & District has an adequate team of supported and appropriate adults
working effectively together and with others to meet the Scouting needs of the area.

e Ensure that any challenges that arise within Greenock & District are resolved so that Scouting
meets the needs of the area.
